Groups including (but not limited to) the Order of DeMolay, 
Job's Daughters International and The Order of Rainbow for 
Girls.

Eligibility: Those meeting any of the following criteria are eligible to apply for the 2026 Abbott 
Scholarship program:

A Scottish Rite Mason of the Northern Masonic Jurisdiction who is in good standing.

A student related (by blood or legal means) to a current or deceased member of the 
Scottish Rite in the Northern Masonic Jurisdiction.

A member of a Masonicly sponsored youth group located within the Northern 
Masonic Jurisdiction (ex - DeMolay International, Job's Daughters, Order of Rainbow 
for Girls)

To be considered for an Abbott Scholarship, applicants must meet one of the following 

qualifications (please note that local Valleys may have more strict GPA requirements):
